In 1917, Swami Saradananda bought a piece of land for the present school building at 5, Nivedita Lane.

Sri Sri Maa was very pleased to see the land. In 1920, Swami Brahmananda laid the foundation stone of the
present school building. The school was shifted to the partially constructed building on the day of

Jagaddhatri Puja in November 1922. ‘ _
The school is going to complete 125 years in 2023. The total number of students in the school is more

than 1000 at present. To meet the growing needs of the school, the space and infrastructure are SETIGLIS!}‘
inadequate. Such factors are severely limiting the progress and advancement of the school to the next level in
current times. Moreover, repeated requests have been made by guardians to provide better student

accommodation for many years now.

® Free Students’ Welfare Fund: For all expenses (free boarding, food, school fees) of underprivileged
resident girls from suburbs and villages of West Bengal — Rs 4 crores
